Stuff you’ll need:

Other stuff that you probably will want:

· Thermos or big insulated cup 
· small cooler (if you want to keep beverages cold in your room)
· Laptop computer, data cable, iPad/android tablet  
· USB thumbdrive

· Flashlight 
· Radio/MP3 player (for your own entertainment)
· Lawn chair, pool toys or floats, sporting equipment

· Your favorite snack foods (and ziplock bags to store them in)
· Ear plugs 

· Funds for a class T-shirt (but you’ll have to help design it)
Do NOT bring:

· Pets of any kind

· Alcoholic beverages or drugs (please notify us if you are under a doctor’s care)

· Firearms, pellet guns, or any other weapons. 

· Small appliances (hot plates, refrigerators, etc.)
