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Curricular Practical Training (CPT): CPT is employment which is directly related to a student’s
major area of study and is an integral or required part of a student’s curriculum, including “alternate
work/study, internship, cooperative education, or any other type of required internship or practicum
which is offered by sponsoring employers through cooperative agreements with the school.” 8 CFR §
214.2 (f)(10)(i) Below are programs that require or strongly encourage internships before graduation:

Bachelor of Nursing (BSN)
e Students are encouraged to do 60 hours of
volunteer work but no credits on transcripts.
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
