ATTEND YOUR FIRST FLOOR MEETING4 You should complete the Residental
Onboarding Module in Canvas and attend

your first floor meeting hosted by your
Resident Assistant on Zoom before coming to

campus to move in. Continue to check your
UAB email for updates to ensure you have all

the necessary information to move in.

Students will have 20-30 minutes to unload. All cars must be
moved to the parking deck once unloaded-one person must stay
with the vehicle while others unload. Set up may take as long as

you need, but please be aware that other students will need
elevators for moving in so consider using the stairs if possible.
